BUDGET PROVISIONS FOR NUTRITION RELATED INTERVENTIONS

The Secretary of the committee informed members present of the need to identify provisions made for nutrition related activities in the Imo State 2021 Budget Appropriation. It was agreed that such provisions be identified by members immediately. A copy of the 2021 Budget was provided by the Rev Reginald Ude, who led members of the committee to check from one Ministry Budget to another, to find such allocations. After a very rigorous search through the 2021 budget document, members discovered that up to two hundred and fifty million naira (N250,000,000.00) was  provided as counterpart for Nutrition related projects. This singular discovery got the Committee members excited.  They all appreciated the Chairman, Rev Reginald Ude for spearheading this achievement.
REQUEST FOR A PERSON AND AN ORGANIZATION FROM IMO STATE TO BE DECORATED WITH AN AWARD FOR ACHIEVEMENTS AND SUPPORT TO NUTRITION RELATED PROGRAMS AND ACTIVITIES.
