	Business of the day

i. Update on UN food system summit in Gombe/stakeholders meeting held in Abuja. The update was presented by the Permanent Secretary of BP&DPCO/Chairmen SCFN, it was on the   Nutrition for Growth (N4G) which is a global pledging movement to drive greater action toward ending malnutrition and helping ensure everyone, everywhere can reach their full potential. The N4G summit will be hosted by the government of Japan in December 2021 and the event will convene a cross-section of stakeholders to determine financial and political commitments from countries and seek for ways toward achieving 2025 and 2030 with concrete recommendations to actualize World Health Assembly (WHA) and SDG nutrition goals. The meeting was a 2-day stakeholders meeting held at Corinthian villa hotel, Garki II Abuja from 7th -8th June 2021 in preparation of the N4G summit in Tokyo. The aim of the meeting was to brainstorm on how to look at the challenges to achieving optimal nutrition for all Nigerians and come up with recommendations towards SMART commitments from government, partners, Civil Society organization and others.

ii. Nutrition update from the state nutrition officer.

State committee on food and Nutrition(SCFN) and LGAs committee on food and Nutrition(LCFN) were Established to coordinate and strengthen nutrition activities in the State and LGAs in other to reduce the prevalence of Malnutrition.

·  Gombe State is one of the 12 States implementing Accelerating Nutrition results in Nigeria(ANRIN) project, which is basically on preventive measures  using Non-State actors  to provide Basic Nutrition services in the community and Health facilities.eg( vitamin A supplementation to under 5 children(6-59 months), fesolate, folic acid, , Sulphadoxine pyrimethamine (SP)/intermittent preventive treatment (IPT) to pregnant women ,adolescent girls(15-19), lactating mothers,(MIYCN) counseling. The inclusive basic services delivery and livelihood empowerment integrated project (IBSDLEIP) procured grinding machines, sealers, and mixers and distributed to the 11 LGAs to be use for the production of complementary feeding for children(6-59m) that are screened and are moderately malnourished at the health facilities, to prevent the moderately malnourished children becoming severely malnourished.

·  Ministry of science and Technology produced 30,000 sachets of complementary feed and distributed to all 11 LGAs in the State to moderately malnourished children to complement the RUTF stock out. 

iii. Report of finding visit to Ministry of Science, Technology and Innovation on the production of complementary food.

     The Ministry, in collaboration with Nutrition Unit of Federal teaching Hospital Gombe, Gombe State Primary Health Care Development Agency, Accelerating Nutrition Result in Nigeria (ANRiN) Gombe PIU, NAFDAC, and Certified Nutrition Laboratory procured the needed materials to produce the complementary food which include, Guinea corn, Soya beans and Groundnut as well as acquire the needed tools for the production i.e strainers, grinding machine, frying fans, electrical weighing machines bowls, sealers and plastic bags.

iv. Update from MDAs on the activities conducted at the 2ndquarter of 2021.
· Ministry of Science, Technical and Innovation informed the members that, the ministry has contracted a person to go round the health facilities that are benefiting from  complementary food to find out the success of the programme. They also report that the Executive Governor has approve the production of second and third quarter of the complementary food.
· State Emergency Management Agency reported that they visited to one of the CMAM center in Akko PHC in Akko LGA.
· Ministry of Agriculture reported that they have distributed seed and agricultural machines to farmers.

· Ministry of Women Affairs and social Development report non release of budgeted fund, but they participated in the Federal ministry of women affairs project ( ANRIN) .
All the MDAs reported non release of funds which caused the slow implementation of nutrition activities in the first quarter.

Secondly, most of the MDAs representatives have no idea of appraisal tool in their organization.
