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s killer diseases go, none has terrified and devasted the 
world in the last 100 years like COVID-19. According to WHO 
statistics, about 3 million people were killed in 133 countries 
as of 2020.

For reasons ranging from poor public health infrastructure 
to poor governance and material poverty, the prognosis for 
Africa was supposed to have been worse, with some forecasts 
expecting thousands of deaths within the first few months of the 
announcement of the pandemic.

The forecasters were forced to eat the humble pie. As it turned out 
not only did Africa experience only about 10 percent COVID-19 
related fatalities, Europe and other regions bore the brunt.

But that was not the only lesson from COVID-19. Another 
significant lesson was that it confirmed what African public 
health practitioners had also known and said: that the number 
one public health concern on the continent was not COVID-19, 
but malaria!

According to WHO there were an estimated 249 million malaria 
cases globally in 2022, leading to 608,000 deaths in 85 countries. 
The organisation also said that 233 million people had reported 
malaria in Africa. Out of this figure, 580 deaths were reported, 
while Nigeria accounted for 26.8 percent of all malaria deaths 
worldwide.

That is why this year’s World Malaria Day (WMD) in April was 
significant for the Nigeria Governors’ Forum (NGF). WHO has set 
a target 2030 – six years from now, actually – as the year for the 
“total elimination of malaria.”

How prepared is Africa? How prepared is Nigeria?

Nigerian governors are putting their best foot forward and 

A
doubling down on efforts to meet the WHO target. We see 
a shining example of this effort in Edo, where the Malaria 
Elimination Programme Manager, Dr. Williams Iyekekpolor has 
said the state is poised for to achieve “zero tolerance” within the 
target date.

But Edo is not alone. From Lagos to Sokoto and from Benue 
to Akwa Ibom and Plateau to Enugu states, the sub-nationals 
are working – side by side with partners – to ensure that the 
fundamental steps such as a) clean environment b) insecticide-
treated nets c) accessible and affordable care, and d) ensure 
access to the malaria vaccine, when it is available.

And as you would expect, the Secretariat is not only waiting for 
2030. In this edition, it is also taking you along the journey that 
we hope would lead the country to this long-overdue destination.

But there is more. The wives of state governors are front and 
centre in efforts to bring relief and succour citizens in their various 
states. With inflation at 33 percent and food inflation comprising 
the bulk of that figure, the wife of the Ogun State governor, Mrs. 
Bamidele Abiodun, is drumming support for women farmers. 
She spoke at a two-day agric-tech empowerment programme 
involving 150 women in Ijebu-Ode.

In Bayelsa, the First Lady, Dr. Gloria Diri, is rooting for President 
Bola Ahmed Tinubu’s women’s empowerment programme; 
while the wives of the Sokoto and Kebbi State governors are 
either distributing food items to women in their states, or sharing 
palliatives to wives of fallen soldiers.

Our Gender section is a must read, while proof that private-
public sector initiative is thriving is illustrated by the comments of 
Africa’s richest man, Alhaji Aliko Dangote, who was so impressed 
by what is happening in Gombe State during his recent visit, that 
he is already considering investing there.

A killer more devastating than COVID-19
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Zero malaria by 2030. The target set by the World Health Organisation WHO for total 
elimination of malaria is a tall order, but it is not a pipe dream yet. Nations of the world, 
particularly in sub-Saharan Africa where malaria is most prevalent, are racing to breast 
the tape in record time. Control or near-elimination of malaria, if achieved, would be the 
most successful health revolution ever, for malaria remains the highest killer of mankind.

States Double Efforts 
To Roll Back Malaria 

eports gathered across the states testify to state 
governments and their agencies working in 
synergy with various malaria partners mostly in 
the right direction. At the 2024 World Malaria Day 

(WMD), April 25, health authorities in many states were in 
agreement that rolling back malaria by 2030 is a task that 
could be accomplished. Every state seemed to have put its 
best foot forward.

Edo appears to be one of the leading states. Having 
reduced malaria prevalence to 30% from 50% within two 
years, the state hopes to reduce the vicious disease to the 
barest minimum within the next six years. “We believe 
that between 2020 and 2030 we will, as a state, be able 
to achieve zero malaria,” said Dr. Williams Iyekekpolor, 
programme manager, Edo Malaria Elimination Programme.

PREPARATIONS FOR ‘WAR’

From Lagos to Sokoto, Benue to Akwa Ibom, and from 
Enugu to Plateau states, stakeholders were on hand to 
showcase the preparations they have made toward tackling 

the malaria scourge. 

Furthermore, non-state stakeholders including 
corporate bodies and non-governmental organisations 
have often come to the aid of state health ministries 
and agencies in the course of discharging their social 
responsibilities in the health sector.

A good example is Ibom Air which, through its chief 
operating officer, George Uriesi, donated 1,000 
insecticidal nets and 3,000 doses of Sulfadoxine/
Pyrimethamine to the Akwa Ibom State Ministry of 
Health during this year’s WMD.

In Plateau, 1.2million children in 17 endemic areas 
received anti-malaria prophylaxis during the rainy 
season in 2023, Dr. Mbwas Mashor, state project 
manager, Malaria Consortium, said. 

In Edo, there was a road walk as well as free malaria 
screening and treatment to mark the WMD.

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In Abia, Dr. Patrick Adah, country 
director of the PanAfricare 
Consortium, said, “We have 
distributed over 50,000 Artemisinin-
based combination therapy tablets, 
20,000 Sulfadoxine/Pyrimethamine, 
73,000 rapid diagnostic test kits and 
246,000 insecticide-treated nets.”

Governor Biodun Oyebanji of Ekiti 
announced the commencement of 
free malaria treatment for expectant 
mothers and children under age 5. 
The governor said the government 
had also increased funding for, and 
renovated facilities in, secondary and 
tertiary health institutions. 

The Lagos State Health District III 
and Epe LG distributed long-lasting 
insecticide-treated nets, insecticides

CLEAN ENVIRONMENT 

Especially in the rainy season when there is upsurge in 
cases of malaria, the drains (the breeding site for the 
vector mosquito) must be cleared. In the words of Prof 
Wellington Oyibo, a medical parasitologist, University of 
Lagos, we must strengthen vector control by interrupting 
the contact between mosquitoes and humans. 

Senior citizens in their 90s who spoke with the magazine 
recounted life during the colonial era (1940s and ‘50s) 
when sanitary inspectors regularly cleared gutters and 
sprayed insecticides on them to kill the eggs, larvae, 
pupae and adults of anopheles mosquitoes. At the time, 
households were discouraged from preserving water in 
uncovered pots, and bushes and stagnant water were not 
allowed near residential areas. Malaria could be eliminated 
only after mosquitoes have been.

The need for “state ownership” in malaria interventions 
was highlighted by Prof Oyibo, also a director at the Centre 
for Transdisciplinary Research in Malaria and Neglected 
Tropical Diseases. “We were wondering why malaria is 
so high in Kebbi, Yobe and Sokoto. During the research, 
we discovered a journal of 1946 which showed that there 
was a Northern Nigeria Malaria Project. Where are those 
projects? Do we still have them running in those states?” 
he asked. 

TREATED NETS 

People should not only sleep inside insecticidal nets but 
ensure they do so consistently and correctly all year round, 
said Plateau commissioner for health Cletus Shurkuk. 

Benue is a high performer in this respect. The state 
programme manager for malaria in the Ministry of 
Health and Human Services, Mrs. Susan Abege, said the 
government in collaboration with partners has given out 6 
million nets to Benue residents. Perhaps this accounts for 
the reduction of the malaria prevalence rate in the state 
from 43% in 2015 to 18% in 2024.

For Lagos State, its health commissioner, Prof Akin Abayomi, 
on WMD, emphasised the need for insecticide-treated 
nets as well as indoor spraying. Such preventive measures 
would reduce malaria transmission, he said, warning that 
negligence could lead to serious complications.

EARLY TREATMENT 

Many deaths from malaria are traceable to ignorance and 
poverty. On the 2024 WMD, medical experts reiterated the 
need for early and proper treatment of malaria. During 
its outreach in three LGAs, the Sokoto State Malaria 

Elimination Agency tested people for the parasite as well 
as treated positive cases. Plateau health commissioner 
Shurkuk claimed that 206 primary healthcare centres 
(PHCs) and the general hospitals across the 17 LGAs of the 
state offered free malaria test and treatment.

States have been enjoined to have effective case 
management systems for treating positive malaria cases. 
Prof Oyibo of Lagos stated: “Treating all fevers as malaria 
is no longer acceptable... If someone with pneumonia 
and malaria gets to a health facility and the doctor treats 
that person for malaria alone, that person might die from 
pneumonia if left untreated because malaria medicine 
cannot work for pneumonia.”

The Kogi health commissioner, Dr. Abdulaziz Adams Adeiza, 
spoke in the same vein, urging pregnant women to attend 
antenatal care so they would receive malaria-prevention 
drugs.

Although anti-malarial drugs have become more expensive 
(due to high inflation in the country) and risen beyond the 
reach of the poor, those under health insurance coverage 
have no reason to not see a doctor at the first sign of 
malaria. Ekiti State’s “Ulerawa”, for instance, has become 
accessible in 177 health facilities, fully covering children 
under age 5 as well as some people with disability. 
Governor Biodun Oyebanji said the free malaria treatment 
for children, the elderly and expectant mothers would be 
accessible in all 177 PHCs under the “Ulerawa” scheme.

MALARIA VACCINE 

Scepticism over vaccines persists in many cultures. 
Nevertheless, the Benue State coordinator of the WHO, 
Dr. Mohammed Abdulkarim, said the focus this year is on 
sensitisation of the people, because “very soon, we will 
have a malaria vaccine coming out”. “Two highly effective 
vaccines have been made available across the world and 
Nigeria has been selected as one of the countries to pilot 
that malaria vaccination,” Abdulkarim stated.

Enugu health commissioner, Prof Emmanuel Obi, urged 
developed countries and even African countries to assist 
in manufacturing a vaccine against malaria on the African 
continent. “It is not rocket science; if we put certain 
standard and policies together, it will become possible in 
our own lifetime,” said the commissioner.

Whenever and wherever a WHO-certified malaria vaccine 
is seen, let Nigerians pay attention. That was the advice of 
Dr. Abimbola Osinowo, manager of the Lagos State Malaria 
Elimination Programme, to caregivers. She said: “The 
malaria vaccine is highly effective, having benefitted nearly 
a million children in Ghana, Malawi and Kenya. Caregivers 

and malaria medications to Epe 
residents.

Even Kogi State’s health ministry, in 
addition to a press conference and 
other activities, organised a road 
show to educate the public. 

The Sokoto State Malaria Elimination 
Agency conducted medical outreaches 
in three LGAs during which there were 
free malaria testing and treatment, 
talks on family planning, nutrition and 
more.

A lot has therefore gone into the 
education and enlightenment of the 
Nigerian public on the various ways to 
prevent or treat malaria. The states’ 
war strategies are similar:

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should ensure their children receive 
vaccination, especially between six 
months and two years, to prevent 
severe forms of malaria.”

CHANGING THE NARRATIVE 

The theme for the 2024 WMD is apt: 
“Accelerating the fight against malaria 
for a more equitable world.” And the 
slogan is “Change the narrative: do 
the needful.”

Malaria remains a giant killer, as it 
was in and before 2007 when the 
WHO instituted the WMD. A highly 
prevalent parasitic infection in sub-
Saharan Africa with high morbidity 
and mortality especially among 
children under age 5 and pregnant 
women, it deserves all the attention 
that is possible to get. On a global 

scale, Nigeria ranks as one of the 
hardest hit: A 2022 WHO report 
showed that one in three global 
malaria-related deaths occur in 
Nigeria. The significant burden of 
malaria in the African region is further 
highlighted by Dr. Raji Muktar, the 
WHO representative in Kogi State: the 
region accounted for 94% of malaria 
deaths in 2022. Kogi commissioner 
Adeiza identified heavy rainfall, 
flooding, poor hygiene, sanitation, 
overcrowding, mosquito resistance 
to repellants, and insufficient political 
will as contributors to the persistence 
of malaria in this part.

Muktar and Dr. Kenneth Maduka, 
project manager of the Malaria 
Consortium, saw the need for “a global

shift” in the response to malaria in 
order to prevent unnecessary deaths, 
achieve global strategy targets and 
create a more equitable world.

THE NEXT WMD 

Most Nigerian states surveyed scored 
mainly A’s and B’s in their efforts so 
far to meet the 2030 target for zero 
malaria. By April 25, 2025, the next 
WMD, more assessments will have 
been made, and stakeholders are 
positive that results recorded in the 
fight against the deadly malaria will 
indicate progress. They certainly 
agree that a lot more could still be 
achieved before 2030.

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FG Plans High-level Meeting 
On Rethink Malaria Initiative

F ederal Government has 
scheduled  a high-level 
meeting for May 3, to 

discuss the implementation of the 
Rethink Malaria Initiative.

The Coordinating Minister of Health 
and Social Welfare, Prof. Muhammad 
Pate, disclosed this on Thursday in 
Abuja during the commemoration of 
the 2024 World Malaria Day (WMD).

The News Agency of Nigeria (NAN) 
reports that the World Malaria Day, 
celebrated annually on April 25, is to 
recognise global efforts toward malaria 
control.

The global observance has “Accelerating 
the fight against malaria for a more 
equitable world” as theme for the 2024.

Malaria, a disease caused by a parasite 
transmitted through the bite of 
infected mosquitoes, claims the lives 
of thousands of people each year, with 
children in sub-Saharan Africa most 
affected.

Nigeria, as Africa’s most populous 
nation, also bears a significant malaria 
burden globally.

However, the 2022 Nigeria Malaria 
Report indicates a 55 per cent reduction 
in malaria death rates between 2000 
and 2021, with a 26 per cent drop in 
incidence during the same period.

Pate, represented by Dr Godwin Ntadom, 
the National Coordinator, National 
Malaria Elimination Programme, said 
that the Rethink Malaria Initiative is to 
redefine strategies in the fight against 
malaria.

He added that “the meeting will convene 
key stakeholders from government 
agencies, healthcare organisations, 
Non-Governmental Organisations 
(NGOs), and international partners to 
strategise on innovative approaches to 
combat malaria effectively.

“With malaria remaining leading cause 
of morbidity and mortality in Nigeria, 
there is urgent need for renewed efforts 
and collaborative action to address the 
root causes and challenges associated 
with the disease.”

According to him, the initiative seeks to 
leverage new technologies, strengthen 
healthcare systems and mobilise 
resources to achieve significant progress 
in malaria control and elimination.

Dr Alex Chimbaru, the Deputy Country 
Representative of WHO, highlighted the 
theme “Accelerating the Fight Against 
Malaria for a More Equitable World” 
and emphasised the need for collective 
commitment to change the narrative 
and achieve progress and equity in 
combating malaria.

Chimbaru discussed how malaria 
disproportionately affects vulnerable 

populations such as pregnant women, 
infants, children under five years, 
refugees, migrants, and internally 
displaced people, perpetuating cycles 
of poverty and inequity.

He provided statistics from the Global 
Malaria Report of 2023 to illustrate 
the magnitude of the malaria burden, 
particularly in the WHO African region, 
highlighting countries contributing to 
the increase in cases.

He acknowledged challenges such 
as climate change and humanitarian 
emergencies but expressed hope about 
sustained progress in malaria control 
and prevention efforts.

Dr. Gbenga Jokodola, the Chairman of 
the 2024 World Malaria Day Planning 
Committee, emphasised the need for 
accurate diagnosis and appropriate 
treatment of fever suspected to be 
malaria.

Jokodola highlighted the importance 
of confirming whether fever is due 
to malaria through testing and then 
administering appropriate medication, 
which includes acetaminophen 
combination therapy drugs.

He also addressed the issue of fake 
malaria drugs and stressed the 
importance of ensuring patients 
received correct medication in the 
proper manner.

Dr. Michael Adekunle, the CEO of 
Roll Back Malaria,  advocated holistic 
approach to healthcare that involves 
strengthening the entire health system, 
including infrastructure, data collection, 
surveillance, and interventions for 
diseases like malaria, HIV, and TB.

Teaching Hospitals
if there is no complications.

“Very few centres have the facilities 
and they are all private, but with 
Tetfund intervention, this laser surgery 
will help a lot.”

On his part, Dr Przemyslaw Zugaj, 
one of the medical personnel invited 
from Poland to train doctors on how 
to handle the laser equipment on 
patients when conducting surgeries.

Zugaj explained that the surgery will 
destroy stones in the kidney and 
patients are checked properly, while 
it may not be necessary to repeat the 
surgery and it is cheaper.

He said with proper handling of the 
laser machine, there will not be need 
to open up patients, but carry out 
the operation successfully without 
bleeding.

One of the participants, Prof. Samuel 
Osaghae, also a Consultant Urologist 
from University of Benin, described 
the intervention as a special project.

He said the installation would facilitate 
indoor urology centre for kidney, 
urethra bladder and prostate, which 
would impact healthcare delivery in 
Nigeria positively.

Dr Haruna Usman from Abubakar 
Tafawa Balewa, Bauchi, said the 
gesture would be extended to other 
communities.

“This will reduce waste of resources 
and people will no longer need to 
travel out for surgeries,” he said.

he Tertiary Education 
Trust Fund (TETFund) has 
completed the installation 
of transplant and urology 

equipment for the treatment of 
prostate and kidney stone worth N250 
million in seven hospitals.

Alhaji Umar Ali, the contractor handling 
the supply, who also represented 
Tetfund, told newsmen shortly after 
the installation of the equipment at 
the Aminu Kano Teaching Hospital, 
Kano (AKTH).

He described the gesture as the first in 
seven government hospitals at a time 
for the benefit of those seeking health 
assistance.

He listed other benefitting health 
institutions to include: Aminu Kano 
(now Bayero Teaching Hospital 
University) (BUK), Abubakar Tafawa 
Balewa, Bauchi, Ahmadu Bello 
University (ABU) Zaria, University of 
Abuja, University of Benin Teaching 
Hospital, Benin.

Others are: University of Jos Teaching 
Hospital; and University of Maiduguri 
Teaching Hospital, Maiduguri.

He said that those seeking treatment 
for kidney stone, and kidney failure 
are on the increase on daily basis, 
hence intervention by Tetfund to 
find a lasting solution to their health 
challenges.

nited Kingdom has contributed 
about one billion pounds to 
the global fund against malaria 

and other diseases in Nigeria for the 
period of 2024 to 2026.

Dr. Ebere Anyachukwu, the Health 
Adviser, British High Commission 
(BHC)  said this in an interview with 
the News Agency of Nigeria (NAN) on 
Thursday in Abuja, in commemoration 
of the World Malaria Day.

Anyachukwu said that government 
of the UK contributed the money to a 
global fund that mobilised resources for 
countries to fight diseases.

According to him, the one  billion 
pounds is added to the funds coming 
from other donors, to be managed by 
global fund to tackle malaria and other 
diseases in Nigeria.

He added that it was from those funding 
that payment for things like insecticide, 
treated bed nets, diagnostics testing for 
malaria and also for chemoprevention 
were made.

“There are some states in Nigeria 

“With the global  funding support, 
there has been a significant reduction 
of malaria related deaths in children in 
Nigeria.

“In 2008, the World Health Organisation 
(WHO) estimated that Nigeria had 
about 221, 000 malaria related deaths. 
But by 2022, the figure was about 
189,000 deaths.

“There is a significant reduction due to 
the intervention  of global fund, even 
when  there was an increase in  the 
nation’s population.

“Lots of lives have been saved over the 
years because people now have access 
to health care facilities funded by these 
interventions,” he said.

where malaria is seasonal. Those are 
states where chemoprevention is used 
to prevent children from coming down 
with malaria.

“In those states, malaria spreads in a 
few months within a year, and during 
that period, there is a high level of 
malaria transmission in children, 
resulting in lots of deaths,” he said.

The health adviser said that children in 
such states were usually given malaria 
drugs, whether or not they have 
malaria.

“These are part of measures by global 
fund that have significantly reduced 
the level of sicknesses  and deaths in 
children,” he said.

He said that the UK was a big 
contributor to the global fund, which 
is currently supporting about 13 states 
in Nigeria.

He listed the states to include 
Adamawa,  Delta,  Gombe,  
Jigawa,     Kaduna,   Kano, Katsina, 
Kwara,  Niger, Ogun , Osun, Yobe and 
Taraba.

Participants 
were assured of the support of the 
various organisations likewise the 
Federal Government. The States were 
encouraged to leverage available 
technical assistance as advisories and 
capacity building support were free 
under the SABER program.

The workshop provided further 
conceptual understanding of the 

recognition, respect and protection of 
land rights and human rights.

In the last quarter of 2023, the NGF 
supported seven states (Borno, Edo, 
Ekiti, Kebbi, Nasarawa, Niger and 
Zamfara) through the process of 
drafting their executive orders and 
governance structure to support 
implementation. Imo, Oyo and 
Plateau states also leveraged the 
model templates developed and 
disseminated by the NGF in drafting 
their Orders. Each state’s Executive 
Order beyond establishing the 
governance and administrative 
mechanisms, emphasises the State’s 
commitment to ensuring inclusion 
and gender equality, environmental 
and social sustainability, food 
security, responsible natural resource 
management amongst others. 

To support their efforts at effective 
implementation of the framework, 
the NGF, Organised a 3-day 
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principles; walking through use cases 
and implementation frameworks 
domesticated across countries 
and contexts. Participants were 
also provided hypothetical case 
scenarios where they had to apply 
the understanding gained and identify 
domestication pathways for principles 
and implementation frameworks. 
Forerunner States such as Kaduna and 
Ogun State who were early adopters 
of FRILIA were also invited to share 
implementation experience and 
lessons. This created an opportunity for 
peer learning and exchange of ideas on 
how to do things differently and better. 
Discussions at the workshop covered 
Grievance Redress Mechanism (GRM), 
Stakeholder Engagement, Community 
Needs-Assessment, Environmental 
and Social Risk Management (ESRM), 
Land Access, Easement & Involuntary 
Resettlement Management, 
Negotiating a Fair Agreement, 
Valuation and Compensation, 
Outgrower and Food Security, Global 
Memorandum of Understanding.  

Participants expressed delight at 
the opportunity to participate in 
the workshop which they described 
as timely and responsive to the 
challenges facing land-based intensive 
investment, especially in the Agri-
business sector. 

Mrs. Blessing Ada Ebuka, the acting 
Permanent Secretary, Imo State 
Ministry of Finance, noted that the 
knowledge she got from the workshop 
would that Imo state would become 
part of the states maintaining FRILLA 
recommended best practices. 

“The framework if implemented fully 
will lure easy investment in land and 
deepen the impact in agriculture. I was 
able to understand the importance of 
community assessment,” she stated 

Sharing his own takeaways, from the 
event, - Kevin Uwaibi, Director Edo 
State Investment Promotional Office, 
said, “This training further stresses the 
fact that there’s need for engagement, 
sustainable investment and for 

state government to collaborate 
with communities over investment 
opportunities. It buttressed the need 
to get an MOU with Investors before 
implementation. I hope the training 
is going to be continuous as I look 
forward to another gathering to 
review our progress or performance 
so far”

Speaking in a similar vein, Engr. 
Olugbenga Odesanmi, Perm 
Secretary of Ekiti State Ministry 
of Agriculture and Food security, 
disclosed that he would ensure they 
apply the framework in addressing 
land management issues and poor 
inflow of investment in the state. 

“It’s an opportunity to meet a lot 
of people and learn a lot from peers 
and at the same time discovering 
the diverse nature of challenges in 
agriculture. The workshop for me is 
an eye opener. Ekiti state is a compact 
state. What we need is more land 
management.” He stated.  

Emmanuel Ogu, Head, Investment 
Promotion and Research, Niger State 
Investment & Promotion Agency, 
Niger State, noted that the workshop 
was timely. 

He added, “Nigeria as a whole can get 
it right with this framework. It is one 
thing to have a system and another 
to have a system that actually works.  
Niger state occupies 10% of Nigeria’s 
land mass and we intend to use a 
large percent of this land mass to 
develop and onboard more small 
holder farmers with the assistance of 
this framework.”

The workshop culminated in states 
developing an implementation plan for 
FRILIA, mapping out key stakeholders, 
reform steps, and estimated 
resourcing required to implement or 
establish each component as well as 
process. Timelines were also assigned 
to each activity in the plan for 
effective monitoring and evaluation 
of progress.

the HCD 2.0 (2024 - 2027). The CWG 
will continue to leverage the convening 
power of the NGF and NEC to promote 
human capital policy reforms, actions, 
and innovations that accelerate more 
and better investments at the sub-
national level. We are reassessing and 
designing a comprehensive roadmap 
for the HCD programme going forward 
to ensure that the programme activities 
align with the overall HCD agenda.

In launching HCD 2.0, the CWG will 
redesign a strategy aligned with the 
Renewed Hope agenda of President 
Bola Ahmed Tinubu, aimed at improving 
implementations and the overall 
governance and funding structure to 
ensure programme sustainability and 
continuity independent of the political 
landscape. Ms. Rukaiya El-Rufai, the 
Special Adviser on National Economic 
Council (NEC) and Climate Change, will 
coordinate the HCD 2.0 efforts. 

States are eager to recommit to HCD 
2.0 and work with the CWG to ensure 
the roadmap is achieved through a co-
development and co-creation process. In 
this phase of engagements and advocacy, 
States are expected to realize their State-
specific HCD plans and targets, build 
their HCI and data strengths, access 
available funding and receive technical 
support that accelerates investment in 
their people. The CWG team will identify 
a few States and begin its advocacy 
visits for these engagements to reaffirm 
its commitment to ensuring proper 
implementation of Human Capital at the 
subnational level. 

 The Core Working Group will continue 
to leverage relationships, working 
closely with governments, development 
partners, the private sector, civil society 
organizations, and other key stakeholders 
to achieve development goals that 
accelerate Human Capital in Nigeria.

The invitation was for 
him to agree on the commissioning of 
the first and largest lithium processing 
plant we will have in Nigeria, which 
will produce 4000 metric tonnes a 
day, which is coming up in May in 
Nasarawa. 

“The country has over 200 trillion 
standard cubic feet of gas reserves. 

And yet, 40 billion barrels of oil. 
What that means is that Nasarawa is 
also just coming up. 

Just for the site talks of it, one of the 
reasons why all the drilling aspects 
have not been completed until now 
is because they came across gas 
too early during the operation in 
Nasarawa state. 

“I have been following that well and 
want to ensure it’s completed as 
soon as possible.

transfer Order by NERC has the 
following provisions: “Direct Benin 
Electricity Distribution Company 
(BEDC) and Ibadan Electricity 
Distribution Company PLC (IBEDC) 
to incorporate a subsidiary (BEDC 
SubCo and IBEDC SubCo) to assume 
responsibilities for intrastate supply 
and distribution of electricity in Ekiti 
State from BEDC and IBEDC.

“BEDC and IBEDC shall complete the 
incorporation of BEDC SubCo and 
IBEDC SubCo within 60 days from   
April 22, 2024 and the sub-companies 
shall apply for and obtain licences for 
the intrastate supply and distribution 
of electricity from Ekiti Electricity 
Regulatory Bureau (EERB), among 
other directives.”

Electricity Regulatory Commission 
(NERC or the Commission) has 
issued an order to transfer regulatory 
oversight of the electricity market in 
Ekiti State from the Commission to 
the Ekiti State Electricity Regulatory 
Bureau (EERB).

 “Recall that with the Electricity Act 
(EA) 2023, the Commission retains 
the role as central regulator with 
regulatory oversight on the inter-state/
international generation, transmission, 
supply, trading and system operations.
“The EA also mandates any state 
that intends to establish and regulate 
intrastate electricity markets to deliver 
a formal notification of its processes 
and requests NERC to transfer 
regulatory authority over electricity 
operations in the state to the State 
Regulator.
“Based on this, the Government 
of Ekiti State complied with the 
conditions precedent in the laws, duly 
notified NERC and requested for the 
transfer of regulatory oversight of the 
intrastate electricity market in Ekiti 
State,” it stated.

The commission added that the

On his part, the Managing Director 
SNG, Ralph Gbobo, said the agreement 
was a significant milestone for SNG and 
Oyo State to boost economic activities 
in Nigeria by supplying industries 
and manufacturers with natural gas, 
a more reliable, cost-efficient and
