Instructional matenals made up of 178,272 twin-desks, 7,130 teachers
tables and materials like textbooks were distributed to primary schools
to enhance the learning experience of the pupils and increase the

teaching capability of staff.

The state government introduced a2 “home grown school feeding
and health programme” in January 2006. As at the time of our exit
on 29th May 2007, 45,836 pupils have benefited from the programme
in 186 schools, costing the government over N200,000,000. This
programme entails the provision of one meal per pupil per day in school.
It undoubtedly increased enrolment and attendance figures as well as
improved child nutrition.

The government also in collaboration with donor agencics like UNICET
and the World Bank undertook 2 number of projects to enhance the
quality of education at the primary level.

These were the reasons behind the creation
of the ministry for higher education on 2nd October, 2004,

At the Abubakar Tatan1 Ali Polvtechnic alone, govern istructed
a 1,200 — Seater Lecture Theater, 100 seats libraryv co: snovated
17 statt quarters and released money tor the purch: xtbooks
and laboratorv matenals.
