Scorecard for Akwa Ibom State

Internally Generated Revenue (IGR) accounts for only 5.8% of the total recurrent revenue of Akwa Ibom State. In the last five years, growth in IGR has been very low, averaging only 11.5%, from N10.1 billion in 2010 to N15.7 billion in 2014. Revenues generated monthly averaged N1.3 billion in 2014, compared with N7.4 billion in Rivers State and N3.6 billion in Delta State.

Some of the State’s commendable practices in IGR mobilisation include: 

1. A high number of trained tax auditors

2. Presence of tax offices in all LGAs in the State
3. Sufficient number of district offices to reach out to taxpayers

4. Use of property and consumption taxes 

Major challenges that have stifled IGR growth in the State include:
1. Poor enforcement of tax measures
2. Tax coverage for the economically active population is just 25%
3. Poor informal sector coverage
4. Inadequate incentives and limited training for tax personnel
5. High extent of tax evasion especially in the informal sector

6. The introduced Tax Identification Number (TIN) has not been fully effective and unified

7. There are loopholes under existing tax laws although efforts are being made to reduce these loopholes

8. Low collection of user charges for public services.
